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Neighborhood Leaders for Today (NLT) is a seven-week comprehensive 
training course for people who want to make a positive difference 

in their neighborhood.  Participants learn how to organize a successful 
neighborhood group, access city services and much more.  Neighborhood 
Alliance has presented this course annually for over 17 years. We encourage 
every neighborhood to send at least one person through this experience.  
Attendees will be coached throughout by local experts, city officials, and other 
local leaders who can teach participants how to be the best Neighborhood 
Leader they can be.  NLT graduates have accomplished great things for our 
community.  Here are just a few examples:
•	 Joel Garcia and Mai Cao both attended 2008 NLT.  Since graduation, these 

two Paula and Company realtors have set up office in the Plaza district 
and have done volunteer outreach work to the neighborhoods around 
their new offices.  They have adopted a company memo that reads… 
”Where good deeds are more than just property titles”  

•	 Lori Ward is a graduate of  2007 NLT.  Since graduation she has been 
elected as President of the Paseo Neighborhood Association, appointed 
to the board of directors of Positively Paseo and written two funded 
grants for neighborhood improvements.   

•	 Rosie Elder attended 2007 NLT while she was a member of the 
Southpark Estates Neighborhood Association in NE OKC where she 
helped apply for a funded park improvement grant.  She then moved  
to a brand new home in Chisholm Village HOA and was immediately 
elected to the Board of Directors and has already written a grant for her new 
neighborhood.  Rosie retired in January 2008 from Integris Hospital after 30 years of service!  She plans to spend 
more time volunteering at Neighborhood Alliance and her neighborhood! 

•	 Nicole Franklin, Marjorie Cobb and David Bishop graduated from NLT in the 2008 class and have all accepted 
positions on the Neighborhood Alliance Board of Directors.  We are thrilled to have all  of them helping us plan 
for the future.

One way Neighborhood Alliance assists neighborhoods in achieving their 
goals is through grant writing assistance.  In a typical year Neighborhood 
Alliance assists neighborhoods in applying for over $250,000 in grants for 
safety, beautification or landscaping projects.  Once the neighborhoods 

apply their match and procure donations 
for their projects these grants result in 
well over $500,000 worth of citizen driven 
capitol improvements to the City of OKC 
neighborhoods. Our neighborhoods are the 
foundation on which the City will grow and 
prosper and if the past few years are any indication, out city is flourishing 
in the glow of neighborhood pride. Neighborhood Alliance aims to be 
instrumental in keeping that trend going!
